Event Rules/FAQ’s
Computer Science
o There are two options available for competing:
m  Option 1: Written and Programming on Friday only
m Option 2: Written and Programming on Saturday only

o only one team will count towards sweepstakes for each school and that team
must be designated before the competition begins.

o Computer Science Cap is at 10 teams

Computer Science PROGRAMMING:

o Kindly ensure that your team is equipped with extension cords to facilitate power
supply if needed.

o Itis essential that your team possesses a computer preloaded with a functional
Integrated Development Environment (IDE) capable of compiling and executing
code. (PC”2 will be made available on the day of the event.)

Math Events:

o Math - Make sure you have your own calculator and batteries, none of these will
be provided.

o Number Sense - Although it is not required, we encourage kids to write in pen to
avoid any temptations of erasing and being disqualified.

o Calculator - Calculators are not provided.

Computer Apps:

o Contestants must provide their own laptop, printer, paper, extension cord and

flash drive.
Accounting:

o Only four function calculators are permitted.

o Calculators are not provided so please make sure your kids have their calculators
and pencils upon arrival.

o Students are encouraged to write their answers in uppercase lettering.

Poetry/Prose

o Interpers will be required to have both an A & B piece, both rounds are readers
choice. Round 1 is designated for feedback only and will not count towards finals.

o There is not a documentation check, but we will be more than happy to check
your documentation as practice.

Extemp
o Informative / Persuasive will be flighted into a finals round depending on their
prelim order. Please refer to the “Breaks” email shared about breaks for extemp.
Debate
o All debate contestants will have the chance to compete in extemp.
o All debate coaches will need to be available as judges for any prelim round.
Soapbox:

o Get up on your soapbox and go off. 5 minute maximum and no notes allowed.
There will not be any grace period. Language and topics should be school
appropriate. Judges' decisions are final.
