EVENTS:   All I.E. will follow NFA rules. IPDA will follow individual IPDA rules.  Rules for RADIO BROADCASTING: 
For each round, contestants receive a selection of media stories drawn from the past week and will have 30 minutes to prepare a 5 minute radio news broadcast. Notes are permissible and the speaker should perform seated, facing away from the judge. Contestants should include original call letters and transitional remarks.  The broadcast should be organized, clear, well-delivered and adhere to the time frame of the event.  Contestants are encouraged to time themselves. 5 minute maximum time limit.

ENTRIES:  Each school may enter an unlimited number of students.  In the case of excessively large entries, your students may meet each other so we can use your judges. Please enter our tournament at Speechwire.com
ENTRY DEADLINE: 5:00 PM Eastern Standard Time - Tuesday, October 8.  Changes can be made without penalty until Wednesday at 3:00.
AWARDS:  All contestants advancing past preliminary rounds will receive awards.  Sweepstakes awards will be presented to the top three schools.  
JUDGES:  One judge covers 6 I.E. OR 2 Debate slots.  Please try to cover your slots!  We do not have a large pool of hired judges.
FEES: We are charging $10/IE slot and $20/IPDA slot. Judging fees are $10 for each uncovered I.E. slot and $50 for each uncovered Debate slot.  We would rather have your judges then your money.  Fees are determined at entry deadline.  Drops made after the change deadline are $10 per drop.  A dropped judge will cost you $75 per judge dropped.
