Lake Nona High School is located at 12500 Narcoossee Rd, Orlando, FL 32832. Coach
check‑in begins at 7:30 a.m. near the front entrance of the cafeteria. The full schedule of
events is available on the Speechwire registration page. Coaches and judges may enter
through the main doors and follow the signs to the Judge Lounge located in our Media
Center. Students and families are asked to use the cafeteria to the right of the entrance as
their home base for the day.

We offer a designated internet option for all campus visitors. To connect, please select the
‘oneOCPS’ network on your device; a browser window will open prompting you to
acknowledge the terms before gaining access. In addition, power‑charging ports are
available in the cafeteria for your convenience throughout the day.

We are pleased to offer our community farmer’s market, The Local Habit, as an option for
lunch items and snacks throughout the day. The market is located in the South Parking Lot
facing Narcoossee Road, near our gymnasium. The Local Habit will feature food trucks as
well as tables offering a variety of snacks and meal options, and will be open from 10:00 a.m.
to 3:00 p.m. For safety and efficiency, we do not recommend leaving campus during the
event. Please use the designated entrance and exit for check‑in and refrain from using other
campus access points.

We have volunteers stationed throughout campus to assist you in locating your debate
tournament room. Students and visitors should use the cafeteria for downtime between
rounds and for restroom access. Coaches and judges are invited to utilize the Media Center,
where coffee, food, and refreshments will be available throughout the day. All debate
competition rooms are located in the 500 Building at the center of campus, both upstairs and
downstairs.
